Instead of a dream, it could have 

been compared to a nightmare.  In “Dangerous Conversations” the story goes through a period of years in Paula’s life 

where she has various encounters with people who have a major effect on her life. With each encounter she takes a 

little piece of their life and soul and attaches it to her own.  After years of carrying so many burdens, secrets that were 

never to be told, living up to her own self-expectations and  hearing other people’s dreams, she came to a point were it 

was almost impossible to determine real life from fantasy.  Struggling to find herself again she hit a point where it 

appeared “The Thrill Is Gone”. 

 

In this new book, which is book two from the author, “The Thrill Is Gone”, author Pamela Murphy-Newsome uses the life 

of Paula Jackson, as she takes an in depth look at the struggles of a successful African-American woman who gets caught 

up in the mess of everyday life filled with issues of baby-moma drama, domestic violence, extortion and black-male and 

betrayal; who finds herself caught in a love triangle that she can’t escape from.

The reality 

is, feelings come and go, if one has the faith of a mustard seed and just hold on, the same distance it takes to give up is 

the same distance it takes to keep going.  Through the gift of unconditional love that is found sometimes only in the 

event of losing, these characters get a chance at life and to win in the game of love and eventually they get their thrill 

back.
